The Bulgarian reforms were fiercely opposed and so delayed, hence the suffering that could have been spared. Agents of the communist regime in this country pursued their post communist transition strategy that transformed their absolute political power into economic and media power in the context of democracy. In our opinion, these are the reasons for the wavering pace of the change, its high cost and the several post-1989 fiascos. We regard the policy of separation and encapsulation of Bulgarian Moslems, aimed at monopolizing their vote, as a vestige of the totalitarian rule. They call it “an ethnic model”. Bulgaria should not disgrace its European membership with such a model. The European Community stands for integration and coexistence of different ethnic communities on the basis of equality before the law, regardless of religion, gender and origin. No one in Europe claims rights on the basis of the community he or she is a member of. The rights and freedoms of each Bulgarian citizen are protected on the basis of citizenship and not on the basis of the ethnic community to which he or she belongs. We become citizens of Europe not owing to the party of ethnic mediation but owing to the efforts of the whole Bulgarian society.

PROSPEROUS CITIZENS
Pursuit of happiness, private property and free enterprise are natural sources of prosperity.
Enterprise and diligence are the honest avenue to high standards of living.  They are encouraged by the Government’s self-controlled allocation of revenues; low deficit and strict control on spending are the best incentives. While a strong government collects taxes,  it should not be obstructive to the citizens’ enterprising spirit.
Market competition alone can advance technologies and economic growth and raise the standards of living. The Government is a fair judge, not a businessman. The Government’s role is to protect the rules with strong institutions, clear regulations for the businesses and protection of the interests of consumers and creditors.

Promotion of competition is the best social policy as it brings down the price of goods and services and improves their quality. Furthermore, we believe that solidarity among the citizens builds and maintains the social safety and health insurance nets, while it remains for the Government to encourage this solidarity.
