Javier Goñi was born in Spain in 1968. He holds a double degree in Economics and Law from ICAI-ICADE University in Madrid, and an MBA from Insead, in Fontainebleau, France. 

Javier Goñi joined McKinsey & Company as a consultant in 1992. After serving the Firm in Europe and Latin America in different strategic and operational projects, he was appointed Partner in June 2002.
